1. The ________-Tribulation View = the Rapture will happen at the end of the Tribulation 

period, simultaneous to the Second Coming 

 

1 Thessalonians 1:10; 5:9-10 

Revelation 3:10 

 

2. The _______-Tribulation View = the Rapture will happen before the Tribulation period 

and believers will be with Jesus in Heaven during the seven years

QUESTIONS FOR LIFE GROUPS AND PERSONAL REFLECTION: 

Personal Life:

4. Throughout this series, it has been noted that we do not know the day or hour of 

Christ’s return, but that we can discern “signs and seasons.” When you consider 

all that is going on in our world today, are there indicators (signs) that you 

personally think align with your understanding of Biblical prophecy? Discuss…
